Pregnant women with severe 
illness or known E. chaffeensis 
infection 

Doxycycline 100 mg p.o. Q12H* 

Pregnant women with mild 
illness Rifampin 300 mg p.o. Q12H for 7-10 days 

(anecdotal data on efficacy only)
